Lunchtimes
Please ensure that the food you provide is a healthy lunch in a named bag/box. No drink is required as we will offer water and milk. Please do not put too much in the lunch box, as this may sometimes overwhelm the child. And please remember no nuts or nut products as we have a few children with severe allergies. Snacks
